	County Cllr. Alan Marsh, as cabinet member for health, reported that all health issues will be delivered by Doctor’s consortia under the watchful eye of Kent County Council. Much more definition is expected in October on health care. Primary Care Trusts will cease to exist in 1-3 years time. It is hoped that G.Ps will be supported so that everyone can get access to all drugs in Kent irrespective of cost.

	County Cllr. Alan Marsh reported that he has 24 posts for solar powered interactive signs which will be rotated, six for each Parish. The idea is to give the public the opportunity to drive more responsibly. Cllr. Marsh asked the Parish Council to identify three areas initially. It was AGREED to site the signs at the following locations:
· Shalloak Road towards Canterbury approximately 500yards from the Sweechgate junction.

· On the grass bank (Herne Bay Road) down Sturry Hill towards Sturry.

· Popes Lane towards Sturry Hill nearly opposite Hawcroft Farm.

· The noise level from the crushing is too loud possibly because the doors were left open in the Summer. A condition should be put on the application that the doors are always left closed.
