	County Cllr. Alan Marsh said that the differences in functions and responsibilities between Kent County Council and Canterbury City Council are explained in the Council Tax booklet. For the benefit of Parish Councils and especially new Councillors it was important to note that there was no point in sending petitions to bodies who do not have the power, or resources to do anything about the petition. Cllr. Marsh referred to the reduction in the speed limit between Bullockstone Road and Sturry and said that the Joint Transportation Board is an advisory board only, with no powers. Highways speed limits come under the jurisdiction of Kent County Council. Cllr. Marsh spoke at the JTB who voted to recommend the reduction of the speed limit from 60 to 50mph, but Cllr. Marsh had already secured the finance to pay the costs for the work to be done, which will hopefully be before this Winter.

	At present the Sturry Youth Council is undertaking a partnership project with the Thanet Beach Clean Project and is busy researching the Wildflower Project for Sturry Parish Council at Park View Playing Field. They will be applying for grant funding for this project towards seeds, tools and a sign.

	Following recent vandalism of the new toddler climbing frame at the Park View children’s play area the Clerk has, under delegated powers, ordered a new panel at a reduced price (from £93 down to £80). The cost including delivery and fixings will be approximately £100.00. The Clerk reported that the new bench by the Multi Court Games Area has also been vandalised for the second time in two weeks. The bent and broken slats have been mended by the Park Warden. The Police have informed the Clerk that they know who the culprits are and will be asking their parents to pay for the damage.

	A letter and report have been received from Mark Ellender, CCC Head of Legal & Democratic Services regarding self regulation following the abolition of the standards regime this Autumn. It has been recommended that Parish Councils are included in the consultation.

	A risk assessment of the Hersden Play Area and Recreation Ground was carried out by the Clerk and Deputy Clerk on 28 June 2011. One toddler swing has been vandalised and broken in two. Hazard tape was put around it with a warning notice and photographs were taken. Under delegated powers the Clerk ordered a replacement cradle swing seat costing £103.00 + VAT + carriage. The Clerk also reported that several areas had damaged, or missing, safety tiles and that this would have to be addressed following the safety inspection at the end of July.
