	REVIEW OF INSURANCE POLICY

	
	
	The Council received the Clerks report, reviewed the insurance policy and discussed the Corporate Manslaughter and Corporate Homicide Act which came into force on 6 April 2008 and affects Parish Councils. The Norwich Union (Came & Company) cover would include a substantial discount, increase in cover for Public Liability, Hirer’s Indemnity, Commercial Legal Protection, Personal Accident, Money and inclusion of Corporate Manslaughter under Employer’s Liability. A binding 3 year agreement with Norwich Union would reduce the premium by a further 5% giving a total annual premium of £1,280.73, a saving of nearly £400 p.a.
 RESOLVED: To change companies from Zurich Municipal to Norwich Union (Came & Company).
