Island Road Service Station, Island Road, Sturry

It was AGREED to object to this planning application for the following reasons:
· It would be contrary to Policy BE1 of the Canterbury District Local Plan in that it would be detrimental to the visual impact and the impact on the local townscape character and it would be overbearing and over-intensive in its scale, size and proportion. There has been no attempt to integrate with the Sturry Station which is single storey.
· It would be contrary Policy BE7 of the Canterbury District Local Plan in that the height of the proposed building would be in contrast to and inappropriate to the type and style of adjoining and nearby properties.
· It would be contrary to Policy TP12 of the Kent & Medway Structure Plan as, because of its proximity to a railway level crossing, there would be an increased risk of crashes and traffic delays on the busy and hazardous A28, Island Road.
· It would be contrary to Planning Policy Statement 23: Planning and Pollution Control. The site was previously a petrol filling station and there would be a risk of contamination which could impact on the proposed development and poses a human health risk and/or contamination of the groundwater in the underlying aquifer. Groundwater levels on this site are very high.
· Inadequate parking spaces and there is no on street parking available.
