· The proposal would be contrary to Policy BE1 of the Canterbury District Local Plan and Policy QL1 of the Kent & Medway Structure Plan by reason of it’s size and location and would have an unreasonably overbearing effect on and be detrimental to the amenities enjoyed by the occupiers of 1 Hillbrow Avenue and 38 Popes Lane.
· The site is on a busy junction with Hillbrow Avenue and Popes Lane made worse by congested parking which already obstructs drivers’ vision. The proposal would result in unsafe access/egress to the site and on-site turning.

The Kent Detached Youth Worker who is organising the matches did not ask for permission to use generators and floodlights. An email was received from him today explaining the situation and asking for permission and re-assuring the Council that the lights were not intrusive and that the generators were of the low noise type. It was agreed to grant permission for the time being and to review the decision if there were any problems.
