	Dist. Cllr. Tony Austin reported that some residents have moved out of Franklyn House. There are no proposals for the site yet but the intention is that the site is enhanced to meet the criteria for sheltered housing.

	County Cllr. Alan Marsh reported that £472,000 was not claimed this year for village halls and that he will not have access to funding initiatives until after the elections on 4 June and that depends on how the voting goes.

	County Cllr. Alan Marsh reported that the expansion of the Scrutiny & Health Services and Kent Adult Care was agreed today.

	County Cllr. Alan Marsh reported that sixteen extra crews have been working for the past three months and an extra £3m has been spent on repairing pot holes. There are approximately 40,000 pot holes in Kent.

	County Cllr. Alan Marsh that from next year KCC will work more closely with Quality Status Parish Councils and that it is intended to direct £25,000 on roads and road safety.
