	Canterbury City Council’s proposed budget for next year was discussed.
CCC has a proposed reduction in concurrent funding of 5% each year for 2010/11 and 2011/12. The amount sought by parishes this year was 8% less than last year which means that all core functions may be covered in full. Four options have been set out. It was AGREED to support options 3, or 4 which aim to fund all core options at 100%.

There are proposals to close six public toilets including the Forge Gardens public toilet opposite Sturry Station. Cllr. Topley is investigating the criteria for closures and will attend the RAMP meeting to speak about the proposed budget.
Action: Clerk to book Cllr. Topley to speak at the RAMP meeting.
