Island Road Service Station, Island Road

It was AGREED that there were no objections to this planning application, in principle, but that the following points should be observed:

· The elevations show breaks in the line of dwellings where face materials change. The plans do not show the breaks and the Council suggest they should.
· The Council suggest that units 1 and 2 (the 4 bedroom units) are set back to avoid the strange small gap between units 2 and 3.

· The Council suggest that ridge lines should be lower than the 
· adjoining existing dwellings to the east and falling down to an eaves/ridge line more in sympathy with that of the railway station to the west. This is a usual and typical example of developer greed. More in keeping to the needs of the area would be 1, 2 and 3 bedroom properties – possibly making the properties on the small return to the station forecourt single bedroom and therefore single storey properties.

· A condition should be put on the development that no windows be allowed ever in the roof space on the Island Road elevation.
· For further consideration a section 106 agreement to require the developer to have the station and signal box roofs re-tiled with second hand plain clay tiles (see adjacent old stable building) as they probably were originally, rather than the nasty concrete tiles at present in place.
