	It has come to the Council’s attention, from a letter written to the Sturry Over 50s Group, that the Sturry Youth & Community Centre Fundraising Committee has been dissolved. The SOFG has received a cheque for £130.88 which was donated to the SYACCFC by them. 
The SYACCFC Constitution states that “If the members decide that it is necessary or advisable to dissolve the Committee it shall call a meeting of all members, of which not less than 21 days notice (stating the terms of the resolution to be proposed) shall be given. If the proposal is confirmed by two-thirds majority to those present and voting, the members shall have the power to realise any assets held by or on behalf of the Committee. Any assets remaining after the satisfaction of any proper debts and liabilities shall be given or transferred to Sturry Parish Council.”
It was AGREED that a letter should be written to the SYACCFC to ask 
that the remaining assets, approximately £4,000.00, be given to the 
Parish Council within 14 days of the date of receipt of the letter, with a copy of the latest accounts and Minutes.
