	STURRY TOILETS, MILL ROAD

	
	
	(SPC 3/2/2010 Min.2328 refers) Canterbury City Council has now formally asked the Parish Council if they would be prepared to take responsibility for the management and costs associated with provision of Sturry toilets. 
The estimated costs associated with the provision of Sturry public 
conveniences are £7,043.48. Canterbury City Council has sufficient funding to run and maintain the toilets until 31 March 2011. After this date the toilets will close and the fixtures and fittings removed unless someone else can be found to take over the maintenance and running costs.
The Clerk was asked to question on what authority did they change the date from 2012 to 2011 when the Executive Minutes of 21 January 2010 state that they would maintain them until 31 March 2012. 
RESOLVED: That Sturry Parish Council will take over the responsibility for the management and costs associated with Sturry toilets.

	REPORTS OF AN IMPORTANT OR SPECIAL NATURE.

	
	a)
	Complaints and concerns have been received regarding grounds maintenance weed spraying around the Park View area. They were investigated and it was found that the grounds maintenance contractor was using an approved weed killer which was not harmful to children, adults or animals and that all his operatives were licensed to use weed killer. The areas sprayed exceeded 100mm, as stated in the contract, resulting in unsightly brown areas between 400 and 500mm. in width.
Action: Clerk to ask the contractor to not exceed the spraying width in future and to carry out edging work, as stated in the contract, in May and October.
