Over 100 replies were received and the majority were strongly in favour of installing an outdoor gym on Park View Playing Field. The majority were in favour of installing a toddler climbing frame, rather than a roundabout, in the Park View children’s play area.
RESOLVED: To install 5-6 pieces of outdoor gym equipment on Park View Playing Field in the vicinity of the Youth Shelter including grass
matting and to install a toddler climbing frame with safety surfacing in the children’s play area.
